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Home Reading in Oak Class
This letter is to explain how reading works in our class and what you can do 
to support your child in their reading journey.

Changing books
Your child will have their home reading books changed on a daily basis when they have read the whole book.
They will be given one book from their colour band box in their book bag to enjoy at home. These books should be read by your child with your support if required. Encourage them to sound out unfamiliar words using their phonic knowledge, as well as using the pictures to help them. If they enjoy the story, read it again! They will also be able to choose a ‘free’ book from the book case which might need to be read by an adult but maybe not. It is there to develop their language and love of reading.
Here are some useful questions you can ask when reading with your child.



Write a short comment in the reading diary to indicate the book has been finished. Also sometimes about how they have read e.g. ‘Jim sounded out ‘swamp’. He said he liked the troll because he was funny.’ 
Books will need to be in school in book bags EVERY DAY as we will be hearing your child read as much as possible.
As your child becomes a more confident and fluent reader, I will be moving them up to the next colour band. This will be recorded in the reading diary when they are ready.  We will discuss your child’s reading progress during our parent consultation meetings but any concerns please do contact me.
