Literacy Activities

	Can you practise writing your name in your neatest writing. Don’t forget the capital letter at the beginning.
	Go for a hunt around your home and see if you can find 5 things beginning with the same letter. Can you take pictures of the objects? 

	Can you play the alphabet game with animals? Work with a grown up and see if you can think of a creature for every letter in the alphabet.
	If an adult says a letter sound, can you show them the Jolly Phonics action that we use to help us remember the sound?

	Use your letter formation sheet from your book bag to see if you can correctly form at least 8 letters. Don’t forget to use the rhyme to help you start and finish in the same place. 
	Have a go at writing some CVC words (consonant- vowel- consonant) words and drawing a picture to go with them – you could try cat, pot, van, vet, rug or pig.
	Can you look at a book and re-tell the story to someone at home?
You could change the ending or add a character into the story.
	Ask a grown up to write out small letters and capital letters on individual pieces of paper. Can you match the correct lower case letter with the corresponding capital letter?


	Can you choose your favourite cuddly toy and draw it? Next label the parts of its body. See if you can label its eyes, nose, ears, head, feet, arms and body. A grown up can help you to write the words.

	Choose a book you have at home. Can you find all of the times that the first letter from your name is on the page? Perhaps you can find a page that has all of the letters from your name on it?
	Perhaps you can draw a picture and make up a story to go with the picture. Ask a grown up at home to scribe your story for you as you tell them what happens.
	Pick a character from a story, film or TV show. Why do you like this character? 
If you were a character in a film or book, what would you be like?

	Ask a grown up to select 3 objects from around your house without you knowing what they are. Cover them with a towel or cloth. Can you feel each object carefully whilst still hidden and see if you can describe what you feel? You might even guess what it is!
	Re-tell one of the stories we have used at school. Tell a grown up why you liked the story and what your favourite part was. 
You might choose 3 Little Pigs, The Scarecrow’s Wedding, Jack & The Beanstalk or another story.
	Ask a grown up to film you whilst you talk about one of your toys. Tell us all about it. Why do you like it? Where did it come from? How long have you had it? Where at home does it live? Does it have a name? Why is it special? 
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Perhaps you can make some letters of a word using something unusual? You might make your name from Lego blocks, you could spell out your favourite food in dry rice or pasta, you could write a word using toy cars or playdough!
