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Curriculum Vision

At Fittleworth CE Village School, educating children to allow them to ‘Let your light shine’ (Matthew 5:15) is at the heart of our curriculum. We aim to provide a rich and engaging curriculum in which our children and school community are willing partners in the learning journey. Our school is passionate around inclusion and we firmly believe that an enriching, engaging and challenging curriculum is for all. High quality teaching and learning is tailored and personalised to meet the needs of our pupils no matter their social, cultural, religious, academic experiences or additional needs. The curriculum focuses on developing our pupils to become active, compassionate, confident citizens. Our children will appreciate and participate in the full richness of our locality and the world beyond the doors of our school and understand their own place in it. Our curriculum is wide and broad and is not narrowed or focused solely on tests, it builds toward an end-point, ensuring we create a curriculum that encompasses our locality and the wider environment. Our aim is to help our children become better learners by encouraging good learning habits and attitudes that will enable them to face challenges and difficulties in a calm, confident, positive and creative way. This approach, teamed with the Growth Mindset and Meta Cognition models, aims to make children fearless in their learning, willing to learn from their mistakes, helping them know what they can get better at something as long as they practice, keep trying and always have an attitude of ‘I can succeed’

 INTENT
Our curriculum builds progressive core knowledge and key curriculum concepts using a range of learning and subject’s skills/knowledge. Our curriculum leads pupils to being able to recall and describe the knowledge and concepts in familiar, unfamiliar, local and global contexts. Our curriculum is designed to enable pupils to make connections between their developing knowledge and concepts, their prior learning, and their lived experiences. Pupils are empowered to use their skills and knowledge to access a broad and balanced curriculum and are able to share and articulate their learning with others. Our curriculum enables our pupils to be successful, confident, and responsible individuals and global citizens.


IMPLEMENTATION
Fittleworth CE Village School Subject Leaders and the SLT are responsible for designing the progression in core knowledge, skills and concepts into subject overviews and skills/knowledge overviews. They ensure that all teachers are familiar and secure with curriculum expectations through high quality CPD (internal and external), training, monitoring and coaching, with a focus on ensuring that ALL pupils make progress and outcomes are achieved. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Class teachers are responsible for planning the curriculum for their class. They make decisions about what resources and materials they use, and how they personalise them appropriately to meet the needs of ALL pupils. They implement this by applying their professional knowledge and expertise, sharing best practice and providing support for each other, focussed on outcomes for individual pupils. 
All children are given opportunities through quality first teaching. Our universal provision ensures all children access the curriculum though adaptations and targeted support so that every child is able to succeed.  Teachers explicitly teach, modelling examples, retrieving prior knowledge and building on this to enable children to work firstly through scaffolded activities and finally allowing pupils to be independent, self-regulated learners. 
Each subject has a clear progression of knowledge and skills that the children build upon as they journey through from EYFS to year 6. Teachers track pupils progress through assessing regularly and reflecting on the next steps needed to ensure progression. 
The pupils of Fittleworth have their curriculum enriched through visits, clubs, performances, residential trips, outdoor learning, hands on experiences, sporting tournaments, singing to the elderly and supporting charities both locally and world-wide. 
IMPACT
Class teachers, SLT and SENDCo routinely monitor and evaluate the progress of pupils within and across lessons using EYFS and the National Curriculum to make judgements and plan actions. They use this information to evaluate how effectively pupils are achieving or exceeding expectations and to adapt planning and overviews accordingly. Teachers provide Subject Leaders, SLT and SENDCo with timely summative information about outcomes of pupils in their class. Subject Leaders and the SLT implement monitoring and evaluation to routinely measure impact and outcomes for areas of responsibility. They use evaluations to identify and plan next steps that develop the quality of provisions across both the EYFS and National Curriculum.
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
